100 years since the birth of Maria Callas. Several more
concerts follow in celebration of the pre-mentioned
anniversary, with the crown jewel being the gala
concert at TCH-Megaron, presenting the world-re-
nowned mezzo-soprano Elina Garanca, which will
be held in collaboration and coproduction with TCH.
Besides the Latvian mezzo-soprano, the TSSO will
also collaborate with a host of top artists for its con-
certs this autumn, such as Daniel Hope, Avi Avital,
Alexis Kossenko, Nayden Todoroy, Liya Petrova, Ben-
jamin Pope, and Myrto Papatanasiu, to name a few.
We invite you to come along on this majestic jour-
ney of sounds and melodies throughout this autumn/
winter up to New Year’s Day, which will signal the
start of a new cycle of artistic activity for our belov-
ed Orchestra.

THESSALONIKI STATE SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA (TSSO)

The Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra is one of the major cultural
organizations in Greece and the most historic symphonic ensemble in Northern
Greece. It was founded in 1959, by the Greek-Cypriot composer Solon
Michaelides and it currently comprises [15 musicians.

The TSSO honors its role as a public organization by creating music at the
highest caliber in an accessible way, and with a range of activities which include
collaborations with highly acclaimed Greek and international artists, the
dissemination of Greek musical works, the fostering of talented young Greek
artists, as well as a variety of educational and social projects.

When it comes to international discographic prowess, the TSSO is the most

notable symphonic ensemble in the country, as it records regularly under world
leading recording labels, such as EMI, BIS,and NAXOS.
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The TSSO s recordings have gained recognition through various
international prizes and laudatory reviews, pronouncing the
orchestra an ambassador of Greek culture and Greek musical
heritage abroad.

International musical collaborations of the TSSO abroad have
included successful concerts in Berlin, Munich, Beijing, Prague,
Valencia, Florence, Pistoia, Marseille, Strasbourg, Clermont-
Ferrand, Nicosia et al., while the list of international artists
that have collaborated with the Orchestra features names
such as L. Pavarotti, P Domingo, J. Carreras, A. Khatchaturian,

From the depths of time, the image of the wandering
musician, the one who shares stories, myths and
legends from places far beyond, is often interwoven
with the very essense of the artist’s existence.

THEMATIC CYCLE:
MARIA CALLAS CENTENARY

Maria Callas has been a figure that changed the very
nature of musical performance. Her influence has
transcended the bounds of opera singing, inspiring
artists of all kinds, while certain interpretations of
hers have been inextricably linked with the musical
pieces themselves, setting the benchmark for the
next generations of opera singers. Moreover, Maria
Callas redefined Greece’s stature in the global
musical landscape as she was, is, and will be an icon
for thousands of young performers.
