Dear friends of the Thessaloniki State Symphony
Orchestra,

it is with great joy and enthusiasm that we wel-
come and present to you the new program of the
TSSO.The planning for this season includes produc-
tions of varying styles and genres, continuing the
Orchestra’s extroverted and exploratory presence.
The month of May marks the revival and return of
the esteemed «Dimitri Mitropoulos» Competition
in Thessaloniki -endorsed by the Ministry of Cul-
ture-, one of the biggest international competitions
and a cultural landmark for our country, that had
unfortunately been suspended in previous years
due to the economic crisis. The legendary conduc-
tor Thomas Sanderling will be in our city as the
President of the Jury for the competition, but also
to conduct the TSSO, in a concert in collaboration
with TCH.

Within the framework of Recovery and Resilience
Facility Plan, our orchestra will travel to Rome,
where it will present a palette of great works of
Greek and Italian composers.

The planning continues to develop around thematic
cycles and concerts, including a multitude of works
that will be presented in Thessaloniki and Greece
for the first time: the cycle “Music from the corners
of the Earth” takes us on a journey to the exotic
Far East on Chinese New Year’s Eve, and to Latin
America during the carnival period, while the con-
cert titled “Cosmos” will take us beyond the Earth’s
confines, accompanied by the astrophotography
exhibition displayed in the foyer of Thessaloniki’s
Concert Hall. The cycle «Dreams» includes two
more concerts with a very unique character, the bi-
zarre dark side of romanticism and the dreamy side

of 20th century Vienna.The story of Medea, as told
through Benda’s groundbreaking work that thrilled
Mozart, is presented by the great Karyofyllia Kara-
mpeti, while our successful collaboration with the
Thessaloniki Piano Festival continues, with two
days of concerts for two pianos.Within the frame-
work of the program «Thessaloniki-Sofia, Balkan
Cultural Bridge», we host here in Thessaloniki the
two most prominent choral ensembles from Bul-
garia: the Sofia National Philharmonic Choir and the
Choir of the Plovdiv Opera. A truly notable event
is the first presentation (in unstaged opera form)
of Emilios Riadis’ opera Galatea - possibly the most
emblematic work in Thessaloniki’s musical history
- in collaboration with the Greek National Opera
and Thessaloniki Concert Hall, after its restitution
by Vladimiros Symeonidis.

Apart from purely symphonic concerts, we are in
the pleasant position to co-organize a new festival
of chamber music with the Archaeological Museum
of Thessaloniki, which will offer its spaces for con-
certs that will often complement and go along with
TSSO’s symphonic concerts. At the same time, we
invest in strengthening our educational programs.
The final recipient of all of our ambitious efforts
will always be you, our city’s audience, as we aim
to offer you the art of music at the highest level.
We, your orchestra, wish to have you by our side
on this new journey through the endlessly exciting
world of music.

The TSSO honors its role as a public organization by creating music at the
highest caliber in an accessible way, and with a range of activities which include
collaborations with highly acclaimed Greek and international artists, the dissem-
ination of Greek musical works, the fostering of talented young Greek artists, as
well as a variety of educational and social projects.

When it comes to international discographic prowess, the TSSO is the most
notable symphonic ensemble in the country,as it records regularly under world
leading recording labels, such as EMI, BIS, NAXOS and DEUTSCHE GRAMMO-
PHON.
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The TSSO s recordings have gained recognition through various
international prizes and laudatory reviews, pronouncing the or-
chestra an ambassador of Greek culture and Greek musical her-
itage abroad.

International musical collaborations of the TSSO abroad have in-
cluded successful concerts in Berlin, Munich, Beijing, Sofia, Prague,
Valencia, Florence, Pistoia, Marseille, Strasbourg, Clermont-Fer-
rand, Plovdiv, Cyprus, et al., while the list of international artists
that have collaborated with the Orchestra features names such
as L. Pavarotti, P. Domingo, ].

The ever-welcoming halls of the grand Archaeologi-
cal Museum of Thessaloniki-AMT have played a very
important role in shaping the city’s musical profile,
having offered a stand for presenting a wide range
of musicians, from the young promising students of
music to the most celebrated artists worldwide.
Most of us professional musicians have at some
point appeared on its "stages" or have been con-
nected to it in a plethora of ways.

Stemming from this perennial offering, and aiming
in expanding and updating its core, TSSO and AMT,
with the support of the Greek Ministry of Culture,
inaugurate a new Chamber Music Cycle in the
premises of the Museum, that will host concerts of
the highest artistic standard and support domestic
musical creation.

The cycle’s concerts will often be linked to the re-
spective -in terms of thematic content- symphonic
concerts of the TSSO.The first term of 2024 hosts
a variety of programs, including: the solo recitals of
the renowned Thessaloniki-born soloists, V. Varvar-
essos and D. Goundaroulis and a concert with a
strong symbolic meaning for world peace by the
Israeli viola player Guy Ben Ziony and lIraqi pia-
nist Diana Al-Hassani, who, together, will present
works by Israeli and Arab composers. Also, before
the premiere of Emilios Riadis’s opera "Galatea",
by the TSSO, the "Emilios Riadis" quartet will guide
us through the composer’s work and era. A Latin
American program for flute and guitar with Zah-
arias Tarpangos and Dimitris Dekavallas is leading
the way to TSSO’s respective Latin American sym-
phonic concert, and finally the cycle concludes with
our beloved TSSO’s brass quintet in the Museum’s
atrium.

Dawn at the Parthenon is infused with impressionist ele-
ments whereas Manolis Kalomiris, the leading figure in Greek
national music, turns more to the voluptuous richness of
Rimsky-Korsakov in his Island Pictures. Yannis Constantinid-
is’s two suites are notable for their subtle dance rhythms
and expert orchestration while Nikos Skalkottas’s ingenious
Greek Dances, one of his most popular works, are heard
here in an edition for string orchestra by his friend, the con-
ductor and composer Walter Goehr.
