of the Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra,

With joy and pride, we present to you the program
for the spring of 2025, a program that we believe
reflects the increasingly outward presence of our
orchestra both in our city and beyond. While our
latest recording with Deutsche Grammophon
has already reached the ends of the Earth, with
hundreds of thousands of listens and numerous
radio broadcasts worldwide, a new recording has
already been completed in January and, barring any
unforeseen circumstances, will be released within
2025. This time, it will be with the prestigious Berlin
Classics label, solidifying TSSO as the top Greek
symphonic ensemble in international discography.
Our policy of musical connection with the broader
region of Southeastern Europe continues, with
a historic concert in Sofia in which TSSO will
collaborate with the Sofia Philharmonic Orchestra
and the Philharmonic Orchestra of the Republic
of North Macedonia. Our orchestra will also visit
Skopje for the first time in its history (following
recent first appearances in Sofia, Plovdiy,
Bucharest, and Belgrade). After several years,
TSSO returns to Athens, for the first time at the
iconic Stavros Niarchos Hall of the G.N.O, with
which we have developed a close collaboration.

At the same time, our orchestra serves asa gateway
for the communication of global artistic creation
with the audience of Thessaloniki. Renowned
international artists such as Julian Rachlin (in
co-production with Thessaloniki Concert Hall),
Ludovic Tezier and Jordi Bernacer (as part of
Thessaloniki-Odessa Classics), Massimo La Rossa,
our very own Afroditi Patoulidou, and many others
offer their art to the city's audience. The highly
successful chamber music festival in collaboration
with the Archaeological Museum of Thessaloniki
continues to grow, embracing the musicians of
the new generation in collaboration with the "We
Listen to the Youth" program, and with a unique
concert inside the Petralona cave. The very close
cooperation with the Cultural Center of the Region
of Central Macedonia continues, with a series of
educational concerts in cities of our region. The
programming again revolves around thematic
cycles, exploring this time around the relationships
between teachers and musicians, musical duels
in Mozart's time, and the music of distant
Oceania-presenting many premieres alongside
familiar repertoire pieces loved by the audience.

THESSALONIKI STATE SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

The Thessaloniki State Symphony Orchestra is one of the major cultural organizations in Greece and the
most historic symphonic ensemble in Northern Greece. It was founded in 1959, by the Greek-Cypriot
composer Solon Michaelides and it currently comprises 106 musicians.

The TSSO honors its role as a public organization by creating music at the highest caliber in an
accessible way, and with a range of activities which include collaborations with highly acclaimed Greek
and international artists, the dissemination of Greek musical works, the fostering of talented young
Greek artists, as well as a variety of educational and social projects.

When it comes to international discographic prowess, the TSSO is the most notable symphonic
ensemble in the country, as it records regularly under world leading recording labels, such as EMI,
BIS, NAXOS, BERLIN CLASSICS and DEUTSCHE GRAMMOPHON.

The TSSO s recordings have gained recognition through various international prizes and laudatory
reviews, pronouncing the orchestra an ambassador of Greek culture and Greek musical heritage abroad.

International musical collaborations of the TSSO abroad have included successful concerts in Berlin,
Munich, Beijing, Belgrade, Sofia, Prague, Bucharest, Valencia, Rome, Florence, Pistoia, Marseille,
Strasbourg, Clermont-Ferrand, Nicosia, Plovdiv etc., while the list of international artists that have
collaborated with the Orchestra features names such as L. Pavarotti, P. Domingo, J. Carreras, A.
Khatchaturian, M. Rostropovich, V. Ashkenazy, M. Shostakovich, A. Ciccolini, I. Pogorelich, L. Kogan,

From the depths of time, the image of the
wandering musician, the one who shares stories,
myths and legends from places far beyond, is
often interwoven with the very essence of the
artist's existence.

At those distant times when traveling was hard,
the musicians travelled far, wandered around and
gathered sounds and images from every place
they visited, thus becoming carriers of exotism,
paving new paths for their listeners to escape the
everyday routine.

In the 17th century AC, harpsichords were
decorated with Chinese-like paintings, the 18th
century cymbals heard in European salons and
theaters evoked ottoman rhythms, and many
Italian operas of the Romantic Era set their plots
in Japan, China, the Americas, Scotland, and
other places that the usual Centre European
audiences would have never had the chance to
visit.

Continuing this tradition, the TSSO becomes a
modern troubadour: through the cycle "Music
from the corners of the Earth" our Orchestra
aims to collect important works from faraway
lands to offer them here, to its Thessaloniki
audience. Each concert will highlight one
particular "corner of the Earth" and will transmit
sounds, colors, sensations, and feelings from
that corner to our audience.

W. A. Mozart's unique genius has unequivocally
defined the course of musical history. His
music’s impact has been so immense that the
Classical Period of music is synonymous with
Mozart for today's listeners. However, this
period coincides with the Age of Enlightenment
and includes many different aspects and
influences: Mozart lived, was inspired by,
created, and was integrated in this environment
that was full of experimentation and innovation,
virtuosic performers, musical gladiators, brave
pioneers who were discovering new horizons
through imagination and creativity. The musical
instruments were changing, new instruments
were being created, new musical structures were
set in place, and the concept of the symphonic
orchestra was consolidated.

This dazzling mosaic of the musical world in the
second part of the 18th century and the start
of the 19th century is explored in the cycle "At
Mozart's Time", aspiring to re-introduce Mozart
and his contemporaries to the public through a
different lens.

The bestowal of the techniques of creative
inspiration through teaching has been the
foundational piece on which the entire structure
of worldwide musical creation has been built
on. However, the relationships between
students and teachers have been interesting
and varied. Sometimes, the students, faithful
to the styles and techniques of their teachers,
have respectfully taken another step in a similar
musical direction or perfected what their
teachers had started. Other times, the students,
having conquered the prerequisite knowledge,
decided to change their course drastically,
often completely rejecting what they have been
taught and creating new and unexplored worlds,
sometimes distancing themselves temporarily
but later returning to the teachings of their
tutors. Sometimes, within the music of some
lesser known composers, one can discover the
seeds of musical techniques and styles that
flourished through their more famous students.
Moreover, it is especially interesting to explore
the human relationships between the great
musical creators who had to assume the roles of
the student and the teacher.

The concert cycle "Students and Teachers"
guides the TSSO's listeners through these
wonderfullyvaried relationships, their continuity
and their contrasts, through prominent musical
works and lesser known masterpieces that
sometimes reveal a clear evolutionary path and
sometimes diverge from it in a surprising way.

musical tradition of our lands.
